Clinic, Skin & Cancer Foundation. Previously, he held specialist 

appointments in Oral Medicine at Alfred Hospital, The Royal 

Melbourne Hospital and The Royal Dental Hospital of Melbourne.  

He is an elected member of The Australian & New Zealand Academy of Orofacial 

Pain. Jonathan completed his BDS at The University of Adelaide. When working at 

Westmead Hospital Sydney, he developed an interest in Oral Medicine and  

Orofacial Pain. He moved to Melbourne, where he undertook a specialist training 

program in Oral Medicine at the University of Melbourne, gaining his M.D.Sc. 

(Oral Medicine & Oral Pathology) in 1986. Since then, he has been in full-time 

restricted and then specialist private practice.
